The conference builds on the relationship established between Mxat and CSSD through holding the Voice conference that took place in Moscow April 2006.

The conference is international whilst still enabling a key focus on Russian physical theatre practice. This allows an introduction of new methodology, shared knowledge and should catalyse reflective thought on your own work.

The aim of the conference is threefold:

1. Knowledge of Russian physical theatre practice is not wide spread in the west and therefore we will provide a new opportunity for delegates to observe a number of different practitioners and methods.

2. As a direct result of the exposure to Russian methodology delegates will be encouraged to critically reflect upon their own work. Delegates will be invited to present posters and papers during the week. All delegates will be expected to write at least 3000 words reflecting on the impact the conference has had on their practice. We will archive the emerging ideas and when published will provide dissemination to a broad audience.

3. The intercultural opportunities will enable both Russian and visiting practitioners to share ideas through formal and informal activities – ranging from seminars and academic papers to demonstrations and participatory workshops.  

A number of Russian theatre schools will take part in the conference, which will involve a sharing of ideas, methods and theatre and performance practice.  Among these school will be GITIS, Schepkin and Vakhtangov.
Participants will be required to share their work through workshop based sessions, which will include a number of Russian and international practitioners and theorists.   Both Russian and international students will be available to use in workshop presentations and participants are encourage to join in sessions lead by others to facilitate fully the understanding of new ideas and practice.  Keynote speakers will deliver papers to focus each day, and delegates will be able to observe and participate in workshops led by Russian practitioners. 

Whilst in Moscow, delegates will be taken to see two performances.  A coach trip to key attractions will also be included in the programme to enable delegates to see more of the city.

Simultaneous translators will be provided during all sessions and during most free time to enable delegates to get around Moscow as comfortably as possible.
In summary, The Movement conference will develop research in the field, encourage the sharing of practice and enable an exchange of styles of practice through intercultural exchange using the Russian system as a catalyst for reflective practice on the part of academics.

This information will be published in the conference programme. All key note papers will be published after the conference. It is also expected that all delegates will submit a written reflection after the conference for inclusion in the conference publication.

The work will be videoed and each participant will receive the book and a copy of all the filmed sessions after the conference.

You may also attend as an observer-participant if you do not wish to present.
