Online pornography — what is legal
and what is illegal?

Some types of online
pornography are illegal to view
and download.

The following pages will show
what is okay to view and what is

not okay to view online.




It is ok to watch pornography that is:

Consensual Sex — this
is when two people
agree together to have
sex, vaginal (in the
vagina) and anal (in the
bottom)]

Oral sex that is
consensual - this is
when someone uses
their mouth to give
someone else sexual
enjoyment

Masturbation - is
the act of touching
your genitals [penis
or vagina) for sexual
enjoyment




Mild Bondage that
is consensual - this
is when someone
is tied up for sexual
enjoyment

Simulated intercourse
e.qg. using a vibrator for
sexual excitement

Fetishes which don't
lead to abuse (e.g. role
play as a character]

- fetishes are sexual
actions, thoughts

and fantasies that are
different from regular
sex



It is llegal to watch pornography that is:

Child pornography - a
child is anyone under
the age of 16 [even if
they look older than 16)

Role play as
non-adults

Bestiality — having sex
with animals




Necrophilia — having
sex with dead people

Abuse, including causing
serious or violent injury
to someone

Threatening a
person’s life

How the law is changing

The government are thinking

about bringing in an age
verification law.

This means pornography
websites may ask you to prove
you are over 18.

You may have to put in personal
details to prove your age, for
example your bank details.

It is good to be careful and know
about the types of abuse related
to using pornography websites.




The types of abuse are:

® Being hacked

This is when a criminal can get
into your computer using the
internet to find out your personal

details, for example, your bank

account.

® Cyber bullying

This includes trolling,
harrassment, stalking,

Sexting

This is when people send sexual
messages or images to each
other. If someone sends you this
and you did not consent then
this is abuse. If you are under 16 it
is illegal to send this.




Revenge pornography

This is when someone shares
sexual images of you without
your permission.

For example, sometimes people
in relationships send each other
sexual images, but when they
break up one person might

e angry and share these
images. This is called revenge
pornography.

Sometimes other people
are abused in the making of
pornography

For example, sometimes sex
workers have been forced to
make pornography.

Don't talk to people
you don't know in

private chat rooms

Don't give out personal
information or your
bank details / credit
card information to
people you don't
know, or to sites you
are unsure about




Don' click on anything
you're unsure about

Don't send naked
pictures or videos of
yourself to anyone

Don't click on pop ups



What to do if you have a problem

If you have a problem the first
thing you should do is come
offline.

You should talk to someone you
trust. For example, a friend, a
parent, your support worker or
key worker.
